Compensation for missed classes 
Article 32. 
(1) A student can make up for missed classes in a certain subject, if 
he did not miss more than 30% of classes during the school year, in a manner determined by the 
Head of Classes 
(2) The student is obliged to make up for all missed exercises and 80% of missed 
seminars to certify the semester (year of study). 
(3) If the student missed more than 50% of the lectures, he does not get points based on 
attendance, but he is considered to have fulfilled the requirement for taking the exam. 
(4) A student who missed more than 30% of practical classes repeats 
the year of study. 
(5) The student has the right to one compensation exercise per semester per subject without payment.
Other compensations for exercises are paid according to the valid Price List of the Faculty Council for 
English Language Studies. 
(6) Students who represent the Faculty at national and international events 
have the right to be excused from all forms of teaching during the mentioned 
activities. This applies to one event per semester, and for this it is necessary for the 
student to submit a corresponding certificate of participation.
