Brief instruction for fifth year students on presentation of seminar work

Seminar work is a proof of students' work during classes, as well as, knowledge of a particular topic. Each student is obliged to prepare a seminar on the selected topic in the field of Social Medicine. Seminars must be prepared individually. During the seminar work each student has the opportunity to show his searching and critically reviewing literature skills and also public presentation and communication skills with the audience.

Seminar work should be presented in the Power Point. The presentation of the seminar work should be sent to the responsible teacher and will be preserved in the class' archive. The student presents the topic orally within 10-12 minutes. After or during presentation the discussion with the audience follows. Table 1 shows the method of assessing the presentation of the seminar work.

The seminar work carries a total of 10 points from the final grade. If a student does not present a seminar paper in a scheduled date and time, without previous excuse, 5 points will be deducted from the final grade. If he/she does not pesent it in a later stage (another sceduled date), all 10 points will be deducted.

Power point presentation should have maximum of 15 slides. In order for the presentation to be legible, it is necessary the following:
- the background and text colors need to be in contrast,

- font style (font format) - Times, Tahoma or Ariel,

- the title font size is 32 minimum,

- below the title is maximum 7 lines of text size 16,

- if there are tables/charts, they should be appropriately titled with the text size 16 (it is necessary to take some time to describe them); the resource should be cited below the table,

- if there are foreign words they should be translated,

You need to cite your sources both in the text of your presentation, as well as on a references slide at the end. These citations will be similar to how you would cite resources in a traditional paper.
The presentation serves as a reminder for the student during the presentation. This means that on the slides below the title are short sentences, i.e., the slide should be prepared in clearly presented notes. The slides must not be crowded, so you should avoid too much text on one slide! During the presentation it is expected from the student to acquaint an audience with the topic and prevailing concepts and to point out significance of the topic from the practical aspect. Be sure that you round up your presentation with a critical review and a consistent conclusion!
Keep in mind that your presentation should flow smootly, attracting the interest of your audience! To attain this you should be persuasive, showing a genuine interest in the topic you are presenting and transferring it onto your audience. You should speak loud and clear, starting by presenting yourself, the title and topic of your presentation. Pay attention to your body language, do not sit, do not stand between the screen and your audience thus preventing your audience to see what is written on the slides, do not turn your back to the audience, and above all reading is strictly forbidden! Speak slowly and give your audience enough time see what is on each slide, do not rush! 
The presentation is not finished until few minutes are offered to a discussion, and questions and answers are exchanged with your audience. The audience response and the interest they show will give you the best feed back and will add to the grading of your presentation.
